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Michael A. Ledeen is one of the world's leading authorities on contemporary history and

international affairs. In a few years in government, he carried out some of the most

sensitive and dangerous missions in recent American history. He has been profiled in the

New York Times, and was the subject of a front-page article and a lead editorial in the

Wall Street Journal. A profile of him concluded that "a portrait emerges of a man with an

intense knowledge of 20th-century history, a deep commitment to democracy, and a

willingness to be adventurous. This is a man who has helped shape American foreign

policy at its highest levels."

Formerly Rome correspondent for the New Republic, and the founding editor of the

Washington Quarterly, Ledeen is currently Foreign Editor of the American Spectator, a

contributor to the Wall Street Journal, the Weekly Standard, The International Economy

and National Review, and adviser to multinational corporations in Europe, Africa and the

United States, and a corporate director in America and Africa.

He holds a Ph.D in History and

Philosophy from the University of Wisconisn, and has been the recipient of many awards

and research grants. His 12 books include Grave New Worlds, which predicted the crisis

of the Soviet Empire five years before it occurred, and Freedom Betrayed; How the

United States Led a Global Domocratic Revolution, Won the Cold War, and Walked

Away.
